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DESCRIPTION

A circular walking route of approximately 12 km, passing through the villages of Piéddo, Chas de Equa and Foz de
Egua, as well as various locations in the valleys of the Egua and Piéddo rivers. The route mostly follows old paths
connecting villages, crossing footbridges, retaining walls, cobblestone paths, haystacks and corrals, living testimonies
of the Schist Land.

This region, which we call the Land at the End of the World, is characterized by its historical isolation and strong rural
identity. The route allows you to discover the legends, stories and traditional architecture that make Piéddo a true
sanctuary of Portuguese rural life, including a visit to the Piéddo Museum.

The terrain is uneven in some sections and the slopes are moderate to steep, so some physical stamina is advisable.
